* Plastic cups or bowls

What you do:

1. Write out the same list of items
for each player. One person can
do this ahead of time, or the
group can determine what to
hunt for. Items must be small
enough to fit in the container
provided. Suggestions include:
flowet, grain of sand or dirt,
seed, blade of grass, feather,
small stick, pebble, insect
(preferably alive), leaf, thorn,
berry and so on.

2. Give a list and a cup (or bowl)
to each player.

3. Designate a place to search
for items, as well as a time limit
(for example, look in the
backyard for 15 minutes).

4. During the scavenger hunt,
enjoy seeing the beauty of
God’s creation in the tiniest
things. Players should cross off
items when found.

5. When time is up, compare
items. Point out similarities
and differences. Discuss why
these items are so amazing,
Share Bible verses or stories
about some items (for example,
Isaiah 40:8 talks about grass and
flowets, 1 Corinthians 10:4 talks
about Jesus’ being our rock, etc.).

For the first 12 year of its existence, the NLC concentrated on overseas relief programs, then from about 1930 through the entry of the United States into World War II it developed its domestic programs. In 1945 it reorganized and expanded the work it did on behalf of the participating churches. In addition to the refugee and chaplaincy work, the council provided coordination of new congregations, town and country ministries, student services, public relations and uniform statistical reporting, among other services. In1930 three churches with German origins had merged to form the American Lutheran Church, which had become one of the eight member churches in the NLC, along with the ULCA. As cooperative work proved beneficial to all the participants, other areas of commonality naturally surfaced. In the late '40s and '50s there were proposals by the ULCA to merge all the member churches of the NLC, and although they failed, in 1952 the American Lutheran Conference Joint Union Committee presented the document “The United Testimony” to its member churches, agreeing they were in "essential agreement" with the positions of the ULCA and the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod. The next round of mergers occurred in the early '60s.

The Lutheran Church in Liberia (LCL), a member of the � HYPERLINK "http://www.lutheranworldfederation.com/" \t "_blank" �Lutheran World Federation�, has more than 71,000 members in 46 parishes with over 385 congregations and 330 preaching points scattered in twelve of the 15 political subdivisions of Liberia. There are 70 ordained pastors, 110 ordained deacons and deaconesses, and more than 300 evangelists spread out over eight church districts.��As Liberia suffered greatly throughout its 14-year civil war (1989-2003), so did the LCL. Church leaders estimate that for 90% of churches their properties were either looted or completely in need of reconstruction. Since the war ended, the LCL has focused on rebuilding its institutions, strengthening church structures, and revitalizing its faithful service, both within its own membership and to the entire country through its ministries of preaching, teaching and healing.

The General Synod of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in the Confederate States of America was formed in 1863 for synods in states seceding from the United States. Several existing synods were affected by secessions. Other synods were added later, and in 1866 the General Synod in the Confederate States took the name United Synod of the South and began publishing the Lutheran Visitor.
