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PERSONAL CARE KITS

When natural disasters strike or political conflicts flare, families often have little chance to gather their belongings before fleeing danger.  They arrive in a refugee camp or other place of safety scared, vulnerable and dirty from travel.   The simple items included in a Personal Care Kit allows them to wash way the dirt and sweat, with the fresh scent of soap and the softness of a towel as reminder of someone’s care and concern for them in their plight.

Include the following items in each Personal Care Kit:
~ One bath size towel (approximately 52x27), dark color recommended

~ Two bath size bars (4 to 5 oz) of soap, any brand, in original wrapping

~ One adult size toothbrush in its original packing*

~ One sturdy comb, remove packing

~ One metal nail clippers, remove packing

*Toothbrush multi-packs may be used by sealing an individual toothbrush in a business envelope; no plastic bags or wrap

Do not add items or leave out any of the items listed.   All items should be new and in good condition.   Wrap all items in the towel and tie securely with ribbons or yarn.   Do not enclose the Kit or any of its contents in plastic bags.

SCHOOL KITS

Education is important for any community, especially where poverty or disaster has limited the options for young people to reach their potential.  School kits contain essential supplies to help children, and in some cases adults, continue learning despite the hardships they face.  And that learning leads to a better life for them, their families and their communities.

Include the following items in each School Kit:
~ Four 70-sheet notebooks of wide or college ruled paper, approximately 8x10 ½ “; no loose-leaf paper

~One 30 centimeter ruler, or a ruler with centimeters on one side and inches on the other

~ One pencil sharpener

~One blunt scissors (safety scissors with embedded steel blades work well)

~Five unsharpened #2 pencils with erasers; secure together with a rubber band

~Five ballpoint pens (no gel ink); secure together with a rubber band

~One box of 16 or 24 crayons

~One eraser approximately 2 ½” long

~One sturdy drawstring backpack style cloth bag, approximately 14x17” with shoulder straps (no standard backpacks)

Do not add other items or leave out any of the items listed.  All items should be new and in good condition.  Remove any excess packaging, pack all items in the bag and close.  Do not enclose the bags.

Portrait of Martin Luther 


from the ELCA archives




















The ELCA, along with other Lutheran churches, can trace its roots directly to the Protestant Reformation that took place in Europe in the 16th century. Martin Luther, a German monk, became aware of differences between the Bible and church practices of the day. His writings, lectures and sermons inspired others to protest church practices and call for reform. 





By the late 1500s the Reformation had spread throughout Europe. Followers of Martin Luther’s teachings were labeled “Lutherans” by their enemies and adopted the name themselves. Lutheran beliefs became widespread, especially in Germany and the Scandinavian countries (Norway, Sweden, Denmark, Iceland and Finland), later spreading throughout the world as early explorers took their faith with them on their voyages. Lutheranism came to the Americas that way; some of the earliest settlers in the Americas were Scandinavian, Dutch and German Lutherans. Their first permanent colony was in the West Indies, and by the 1620s there were settlements of Lutherans along the Hudson River in what are now the states of New York and New Jersey.





As people migrated to the New World they continued to speak and worship in their native languages and use resources from their countries of origin. Europeans from a particular region would migrate to a particular region in America and start their own churches.

As the number of these congregations grew, scattered groups would form a “synod” or church body, and as the nation expanded so did the number of Lutheran church bodies.


By the late 1800s the 20 or so Lutheran church bodies that would eventually merge to become The American Lutheran Church and the Lutheran Church in America had been established. Massive immigration from traditionally Lutheran countries had started, and between 1840 and 1875 alone 58 Lutheran synods were formed in the U.S. 


There were revivalist and confessional movements within Lutheran churches in Europe and in America, and as Lutherans migrated to this country they were influenced by the evangelicalism of various Protestant sects. Consequently, a wide variety of expressions of Lutheranism developed in North America. Nineteenth-century Lutherans still looked to their homelands to supply pastors and worship materials, but as second and third generation Americans spoke English more than German, Norwegian or Danish, a need arose to provide formal theological training, hymnals, catechisms and other materials.

From The Pastor


Part One


Thank you to the church council that provided the flowers on the altar in church on Sunday, June 26th in honor of my 35th anniversary of ordination which took place on June 27, 1976 at Susquehanna University during the Central Pennsylvania Synod’s annual assembly.   And I also thank every one of you who donated to the fund for Gettysburg Seminary, from which I graduated in 1976, in honor of my anniversary.  With the shortage of clergy we face in the church, and the debt which prospective new pastors are facing after college graduation, these gifts provide scholarships that will help financially strapped students cover the additional costs of four years of Seminary training.  The church does not pay for seminary tuition.  Our benevolent dollars offer some support to the institution, but do not cover the vast costs of salaries, building maintenance, and other expenses involved in operation.  Tuition paid by students is necessary, and is commensurate with the costs involved in attending any post graduate school.   Our Seminaries today are actually turning away good prospective future pastors if the debt they owe following college is above certain criteria, recommending they get jobs in the private sector to pay down those debts before applying again, because the salaries they will receive following another 4 years of seminary will not be sufficient to both pay back college and seminary tuition loans and support a family.


Your gifts will greatly help alleviate the financial burdens facing our students.  Thank you for remembering me by supporting Gettysburg Seminary.


Part Two


About two months ago I arrived at the church a little before 8:00 a.m. on a Tuesday to find the heat pumps running for the sanctuary.  When I investigated I found that the thermostats in the sanctuary had been programmed to call for heat between 2:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. during the week.  It just happened that when I arrived the heat pumps were working.  If they had not been running, or the hot air oil furnaces were running, I would not have known there was a problem.  I don’t know how long this had been going on.  Some one had to program them for this.  I reset the thermostats and locked them out to prevent further tampering.


It was a colder winter than the last couple of years, and it stayed colder longer into the late Spring this year so that we were using much more fuel oil than we had in the past.  Last year we made our last budget payment for fuel oil in March.  This year we still owed over $2600 for fuel oil in June which is about 2 budget payments.  Since we don’t know how long the thermostats were calling for heat prior to my discovery we can’t know how much fuel oil we burned needlessly in relation to how much more we relied on the oil burners before it was warm enough for the heat pumps to replace them.


Please do not adjust the sanctuary thermostats if you are not on the Property Committee.


Part Three


In regards to the above extra expense, the finances of the church, going in to the summer season, are going to need each of our faithful contributing members to remember their church.  One faithful family made a major gift in June which was a great help.  And many of our families contributed generously giving us a June envelope offering that greatly helped us pay our bills and have a little left in the checking account going into July and August which are usually our lowest offering months.  Thank you to all of you whose generosity towards God is made known in your giving to His church.
