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Since Cub Scouting and Boy Scouting are faith based programs, one of the requirements or achievements for 
the boys is to complete God and Country or “duty to
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God” activities.  Boy Scouts of America has adopted the program P.R.A.Y (Programs of Religious Activities with Youth), a not-for-profit organization whose national
board of directors includes representatives from 
Protestant, Catholic and Independent Christian Churches
and the national youth agencies, to facilitate these
     requirements or achievements. 

Every Denomination is represented by this program and the parents of the boys can choose which program they want to participate in and which awards will be earned.  The Program works like this: “God and Me”, for grades 1 to 3 (Cub Scouts); “God and Family”, for grades 4 & 5 (Webolos); “God and Church”, for grades 6 to 8 (Boy Scouts); “God and Life”, for grades 9 to 12 (Boy Scouts). P.R.A.Y. Vision Statement:   “Young people are brought closer to Christ through dynamic programs that enable adults in their ministry with youth. Our programs and resources are offered through churches and youth agencies for them to work together for the benefit of youth.”

Assistant Cub Master Lou VanGilder, under the guidance of Pastor Dale, facilitated 5 sessions at which Nine Cub Scouts from the pack, Kanen Bucher, C.J. The Pack is very pleased that a large number of our Scouts chose to participate in this program.  The presentations were made at the 10:15 service on July 11th, 2010 by Pastor Dale, ACM Lou VanGilder and Cub Master Tom Propst.  

This program is one of many programs that Scouting offers for Boys from grades 1 through 12 and  a Venturing program for boys and girls ages 18 through 21.
