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   Robert J. McCracken (1904-1973) wrote:

“A man can be as truly a saint in a factory as in a monastery, and there is as much need of him in the one as in the other.”

And Thomas Watson (C. 1557-1592) wrote:

“A saint . . . has the same spirit, the same judgment, the same will with Christ.”

And Edmund Gibson wrote:

“The blessings we evoke for another descend upon ourselves.”
How do we define success?  For some people it is becoming so wealthy that you can do or get anything you want.  For some it is becoming so powerful that you have dominion over the lives of other people, like becoming a 4-star general, or president of a country.  For some it is gaining great notoriety so that people look up to you, like a famous movie star.  Some measure success, not by the goal reached, but by the excitement and pleasure they get from the journey.  And others measure success through what they can contribute to the lives of others like a skilled surgeon or a great scientist that develops a cure for a fearful disease.
When you think of successful people, do you think of Bill and Melinda Gates, Mother Theresa, or Jesus?  And when God measures success, does He use the same criteria as we do?  For God, is it the successful accomplishment of a goal, or is it the road chosen?  For God, can success also be found in failure?

To the world, it looked like Jesus was a failure when he was hung upon the cross.  It wasn’t until three days later that even his own disciples had to re-evaluate that belief.

One of America’s greatest philosophers, Ralph Waldo Emerson, described success this way: “To laugh often and much; to win the respect of intelligent people and the affection of children; to earn the appreciation of honest critics and endure the betrayal of false friends; to appreciate beauty; to find the best in others; to leave the world a bit better, whether by a healthy child, a garden patch, or a redeemed social condition; to know even one life has breathed easier because you lived; this is to have succeeded.”

As we approach the Sunday of ALL SAINTS, we receive a vision of success, not defined by the world, but as God defines it.  Saints are the truly successful people we need to strive to be like to find success.  They were not always the richest, the most powerful, the most intelligent, even the best of people.  They can be the poor, the hungry, the sad, even the reviled.  Some of them were real rascals until a defining moment brought them to Christ in their life.  And their faith re-defined as the fruit of the Spirit blossomed and grew, not because of them, but because of Christ.  For they came to know the true riches of his glorious inheritance.  The faithful are the saints.  The faithful are those who hear and keep Jesus’ word and love one another.  Thus, success is no longer defined by personal accomplishments, but what Christ accomplishes in the lives of those who follow him.

On Sunday, November 7th, we will celebrate all the saints who have gone before us, and who still faithfully labor in the vineyard of God.  Saints know success.  You don’t need a self-help book to be a success; you only need to have a close relationship with the Lord.
